RULES: 

 All Junior Division rules apply. 

 Ropes or halters will not be allowed in the show ring.  

 Rams having a full 2 year old mouth, will not be allowed to show. 

 Market lambs must be carrying all milk teeth in place.  Lambs showing 
either or both of the first pair of permanent incisors will be disqualified. 
Every lamb will be checked prior to entering scales. If there is a question, an 
expert Lamb person will be called in to verify, their decision is final.  

 All lambs must be slick shorn with a maximum of a ¼ inch of wool.  Wool 
foretops and boots may be left on the lamb. 

 Ewe lambs that are tagged and weighed in as market lambs may not be 
shown as breeding ewes. 

 Scrapie Flock of Origination Tags will be required on all breeding sheep and 
all market lambs consigned to the Junior Livestock Sale.  Scrapie tags must 
be installed prior to the initial weigh and tag-in. 

 Weight limit for market lambs is 100 pounds to 160 pounds.  

 Breeding sheep should be shorn and fited in accordance with breed 
standards. 

 Lambs must be dry and shorn to weigh in at the County Fair.
