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JUNIOR BEEF - DIVISION B 

Superintendent – Mark Covington 

RULES: 

1. All Junior Division rules apply. 

2. All market beef exhibitors must have a bill of sale and brand inspection with them at fair 

weigh-in. 

3. No Steer or Heifer born before January of the previous year is eligible to show. The 

dentition process may determine age. All animals must have both temporary central 

incisors (baby teeth) in place. Any evidence of tampering with tooth development we be 

cause for disqualification. The dentition’s decision is final. 

4. Breeding classes will be shown by breed if there are 4 or more entries per class. 

5. Beef exhibitors, or a designated representative, are required to be present when market 

beef animals that have sold through the sale are loaded on Sunday morning. 

6. No bulls older than 2 years will be shown by 4-H or FFA members.   

7. Bulls older than 12 months must have a nose ring. 

8. All beef entries must be dehorned with any re-growth not to exceed one inch.  Animals 

must be dehorned prior to weigh-in at County Fair. 

9. All market steers will be divided into classes according to weight.  Minimum weight for 

market steer is 1000lbs. Any steer under 1000lbs will be eligible for the prospect class. 
10. Any animal not passing the grading will not be eligible for any market class or the sale 

but may be eligible for the prospect class.  

11. Blocking chutes will not be allowed inside the Beef Barn unless authorized by the 

Superintendent.  

12. Club group of 3 market beef (limit of 2 entries per club, animals must be eligible for the 

sale). 

13. No female beef in heat will be allowed to compete in any class. A veterinarian’s decision 

on doubtful cases will be accepted as final. 

14. Exhibitors must be able to control the animal without help from the time the animal 

enters onto the fairgrounds. 
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15. Any exhibitor who loses control of his/her animal more than twice in the show ring and 

that same animal poses a danger or threat to other exhibitors and animals will be 

removed from the ring. 

16. If in the opinion of the Superintendent and a Fair Board member an animal poses a risk 

to the exhibitor or others, that animal will be asked to leave the fairgrounds and 

disqualified from placing and the Jr. Livestock Sale. 

17. SMALL BREED  

18. Animal must be declared as “Small Breed,” on “cool form” at initial weigh-in, with all 

other appropriate paperwork. 

19. Height regulations, these measurements are MAXIMUMS: Bulls – 48” hip height, Steers 

– 47”  hip height, Cows/Heifers – 45” hip height. The measurement will be taken at Fair 

weigh-in, in a standardized measurement system (set up the same, measured by the 

same person). 

20. Animal must weigh MINIMUM 500lbs, and MAXIMUM 1000lbs, at Fair weigh in. If 

animal does not meet weight requirements, it will not be allowed to show. 

21. MONTROSE BRED AND FED (Refer to Rules page 9) 

22. Beef showmanship will be a blow and go show .  No aerosols will be permitted. 

23. Only initially weighed and tagged market beef will be housed in the beef barn during the 

fair 

24. CATCH-IT-CALF CONTEST– All Catch-It-Calf members are automatically entered in this 

class.  No pre-entry is required for the class.  However, Catch-It-Calf members will need 

to enter all of their animals in the appropriate breeding or market beef class.
